regime they think suitable to them.

The tragic throwing down of the government of popular
unity and the assassination of President Salvador ALLENDE,
the martyr of freedom and non alignement should not be
regarded as an internal issue concerning the chilean
people alcne. They are part of the imperialist offensive
directed against Latin America, Asia and Africa ; they
constitute a linke in the chain of plots animed at
isolating the revolutionary regimes of the First Wold

to weaker the block of non aligned countries.
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Tre assassination of Salvador Allende and the stifling of tie deiocratic
expexience in Chile is another demonstration of an ixportant reality
characterized by brutality and the sanguinary nature of exploiting
regimes and their refusal to respect, even formally the democratic

regimes, as soon as their privileges are at state,

The Chilean people chose freely and democratically its regime which:

did not justify-any form of repression.

Sowever, as soon as it because cleas that such an option was a tixeatl
to capitalistic monopolies and that the people began to exertise its
national sovereignty over its wealth, and to liquidate the bases of
exploitation, then the powers backing those interests reacted with

The experience of Chile is not the only one demonstrating tine conteipt
harboured by imperialism and its mercenaries towards Human Rights and
the rights of peoples as well as its determination to perpetnate its
privileces and interests. Another example is that of the Sahraoul

people.

Tn addition to international and regional organisation, the United
Nations he ocknowledjed its right to self determination. ALl nations
and parties concerned, and even those who owe their very existence to

the iuplementation of such a right have acknowledjed the latter.

But the convergence of colonialist greed and expansionist intentions

harboured by the Rabat and Nouakchott regimes have ignored this
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and caused the Sahraoui people to be tora apart and their lands and
riches to be partitioned among the thieves and aggressors party to the
£amous Madrid deal. These thieves have new partners who assist then

in the name of cooperation, defence and safeguard.
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The pure blood of the sahraoui peoplie vwidch is shed daily urges you,
champions ofijustice and democraey, to be concernzd with what is going
~on in that country, and to set up other coumittes to enquire into the
nature of the crimes perpetrated against this people whose only sin is
rejection of subservience and slavery this people wixich is valiantly
struggling against its being treated as a bexd of cattle for purclase

and sale.

I do not wish to protract the list of examplies of assassinations and
continued violations of the rights of :an end of peoples occuring

elsewbere, in santherm Africa, Namibie, Zizbabuwe and Palestine.

If the nature of a regime may be defined on the basis of the nature

Fascist regime in Chili enables us to Jdefine the essence of this
regime. One of the strangest paradoxes is that the iniquitous regimes
and forces assisting the fascist, racist and exploliting governments,
are raising slogan in the very support of huwan rigi.ts and in their
campaign, going to the extent of violating tie unity and savereignty

of peoples.

A clear example of this hypocrisy is the campaign of systematic
propagande waged by world zionis: at all levels against the Soviet
Union, with a view to compelling the latter to iave an indirect
share in the assassination of the rici:t of the Palestinizn people.
Meanwhile zionists are allawed to invade th:is people's lands,

and the zionist plunder lent support through: this campaign.

The threat against people's rights is no longer confined to the

third world., Even the peoples of Western Burope, in the very era

of international detente and peaceful coexistence, are not iimmune

from it. They, too, are threatered and prevented Froa exercising

their right to self determination and Iroit closing thne regimes suitdble

to them.

The purpose behind my recalling these examples through :the evocation
of images whose constitutive elements you are well aware of, is to
enable us to come out to one conclusion ~ namely that the fascist
Chili regime is not alone to be accused and denounced, as there

are other associated forces who are sympathetic to and partners

in the crimes it is perpetrating and who are benefiting from: theiis

We wish to seize this opportunity to renew our support to the national
liberation movements in the Western Sahara, in Palestine, Namibie,
Southern Africa and Zimbabwe, which constitute strategic targets for

imperialism and neo-colonialism.

The Algerian Revolution is, as you have always known it, forever
faithful to the principles of solidarytwith, and active support to,
the liberation movements and the just causes in all parts of the

woxrld,
