Although many Chileans have been able to leaye the country,
thanks to the great campaign undert;ken by all the demecratic peoples
of the werld, our people, the worker, the farmer, the student, the
miner, the settler, the andnymous militant, are still being persecuted,
arrested, vielated, brutally tortured and even murdered. The political
pﬁisoners, the Chilean people, need all our help in order to'degand
from the Junta that these tortures and crimes cease, and that thousands_
and thousands of patriots under_arrest be freed, and that human rights
be respected,

I am obligated, as a Chilean woman, as a patriot, as a democrat,
as the widow of a Constitutibnalist general who died in prison,-t9 raise

my voice and denounce and protest the repeated vielations committed by



the Junta, and, recognizing the very important role it has played _
until new, appeal for the reactivation eof the international campaign

of solidarity with the Chilean people,
